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1. INTRODUCTION
This document provides the installation notes for the service pack 1 of CS -DRMS version

1.3 and also describes the new features and bug fixes in the service pack (SP1)release of
CSDRMS/1.3.

(The service
pack for version 1.3.8.4 will be released separately). You should therefore ensure that
your CSDRMS installation is at version 1.3.7.3 before proceeding further.

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2 Installation Information

Note: Since it is a common upgrade for the server and all client machines, it is useful

to download the installation file once and then apply itto all CS -DRMS installations (Server

and Clients) at the site.

The Installation of Service Pack consists of the following operations:
a) Downloading the service pack installation file
b) Installing the service pack on the server and client machines

¢) Upgrading the CSDRMS databaseersion on the server to match the service pack
database version

d) Installing the service pack on the client machines
2.1 Downloading the Service Pack

To download the file, follow the steps below:

Note: The computer to which the service pack file (about 170MB in size) is to be
downloaded should be connected to a reliable Internet connection. In case you are not
able to effect the download, you can contact the CS-DRMS teamthrough e-mail at

csdrms@commonwealth.int to obtain a CD containing the service pack.

2.4 Installing the Service Pack on Client Machines

Once the service pack has been installed successfully on the server and the database has
been upgraded, you can proceed with the appli cation of the service pack to all the client

machines.

The steps to install the service pack on client machines are exactly the same as that for

the server as described in section 2.2 above.
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2.5 New Installation

If you do not have v1.3 installed, you would need to first install it from the CD  that was
already provided to you before you start applying the service pack. Please read the
installation notes included in the CD before proceeding with the installation.

If you do not have the CD, contact the CSDRMS team through e-mail on

csdrms@commonwealth.int to obtain a new CD. The new CD would be inclusive of Service

Pack 1 (.i.e. you would not need to apply the service pack se parately) and you need to
follow the instructions in the installation notes contained in the CD.

If this is your first installation of v1.3 , then you should read this document in addition to
the user reference guides for informat ion about the different modules of CS -DRMS.You

can find them on your hard disk in the folder where CS -DRMS v1.3s installed.

For existing users of CSDRMSVy1.3, this document gives a brief overview of the features

and fixes shipped with the service pack.
3.1 Medium Term Debt Management Strategy

This new feature in CS-DRMS now supports thed Me d i um T eviamageDeantStrategy
( MT Dfsajnéwork.

The MTDSData Bridge will enable clients to generate debt data from their CS -DRMS
database for input into the MTDS template developed by the | nternational Monetary Fund
(IMF) and World Bank MTDS is an Excel based toolkit which provides a framework to assist
countries in formulating a debt management strategy for the medium term. The tool uses

a number of inputs includ ing the government financing requirements and different
macroeconomic scenarios besides the existing debt portfolio data on an instrument -wise
basis which the CSDRMS MTDS facility will provide.

3.2 Quarterly External Debt Statistics

This new feature in CS-DRMS supports the Quarterly External Debt Statistics (QEDS)

framework.

The QEDSdatabase, an initiation of the IMF, World Bank and Bank for International
Settlement (BIS), brings together detailed external debt data of various countries. This

database has been developed jointly by the World Bank and the IMF and includes data
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from countries that subscribe to the IMF's Special Data Dissemination Standard (SDDS) and
a selected number of countries that participate in the IMF's General Data Dissemination
System (GDDS).

The benefit of bringing together comparable external debt data is to facilitate
macroeconomic analysis and crosscountry data compar ison. It is also a part of an ongoing

effort to improve the transparency, timeliness, and availability of external debt statistics.

The QEDS database is updated based on the quarterly reporting in the prescribed format
by the participating countries. The QEDSaims to support efforts of countries towards
improving the coverage and availability of external debt data. This database includes

country and cross-country tables, and allows data extraction by country, group of

countries, and specific external debt components.

For the GDDS subscribers, the QEDS dissemination is limited to Public Sector external debt
and therefore there is a difference with the usual QEDS template for the SDDS subscribers
on external debt statistics which also includes private sector external debt. The GDDS
QEDS Export facility in CSDRMS:nables clients to generate the datasheets automatically
from the system in the format prescribed by the World Bank. The generated data files can

then be sent to the relevant divisions or sections in World Bank.

3.3 Reports

A set of 14 new forward looking reports is being released with special focus on securities
as well as full public debt portfolio review . These reports will allow debt managers to

effectively manage their debt portfolio and make informed decisions.

3.4  World Bank Bridge

A new screen has been added to the World Bank Bridge feature that enables users to
select the list of creditors that they don't want to report to the Wor Id Bank. For more

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4 MAJOR MODIFICATIONS / BUG FIXES

In addition to bringing certain functional enhancements to the software, the service pack
1 (SP1)has also resolved a number of issues/ bugs identified with Version 1. 3 or earlier.

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6 ANNEX

6.1 Quarterly External Debt Statistics

This section explains how to export QEDS data.

@ Important: It is important to make sure that all loans and securities are processed
and aggregated. If they are not processed and aggregated, then certain valuable
information might be missing in the exported QEDS file.

@ Important: The QEDS data is extracted using the Quarterly aggregates. Hence you
may need to extend the aggregation periods for future quarters (CQ)to about 200. This
can be done through 6 Ad mi atiansSystemParameters-Per i ods 6 option

menu.

To export QEDS data:
1. Log into the CS-DRMSpplication.
2. In the dialog box that appears, select the External Instruments option.
3. Click OK.

4. From the Data Export menu, click QEDS Data Export. The QEDSData Export screen
is displayed.

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5. Tick the check boxes corresponding to the creditors that are members of the Paris
Club. When you tick the check boxes, the selected creditors appear in the Par is
Club Creditors pane. This helps in filling the QEDS datasheet section that deals only

with the Paris Club creditors.

#Note: You need to tick the check boxes for the Paris Club creditors when you use the
facility for the first time only. Once you have se lected the Paris Club creditors, the
information is stored and is loaded when you log in again.

6. In the Export pane, perform the following actions:

a. From the Reporting Period drop -down list, select the quarter and the year

for which you want to generate the QEDSata.

Note: The exported data will contain information in respect of this
guarter and previous three quarters. The latest period which can be
specified will be the last quarter covered until the cut -off date. For
example, if the cut -off date is 3 1™ August 2009 the latest quarter you can
pick is the 2" quarter of 2009

b. Select the Tables. The selected tables only will be completed in the

generated datasheet.

c. From the Currency drop-down list, select the currency in which the data
will be reported.

d. From the Units drop -down list, select the unit in which the amounts will be

expressed.

e. Click Create Output Files.

LAWarnmg: If there are unprocessed loans in your selection, then a warning message
will appear informing you that the unprocessed loans will not be exported and asking you

whether you want to continue.

7. Click Yes if you want to continue and No to abort and restart after processing these
instruments. You will be asked to browse to the location where the QEDS template
file is stored. It is generally available under the CS-DRMS000+ folder where the

application is installed.
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8. Browse to the correct folder (\comsedEnglishCSDRMS2000femplates), select the
QEDSemplate (QEDS_template.xl9 and click OK. The QEDSExcel spreadsheet will

open on your sysgem with the exported values.

9. Save this new Excel spreadsheet with an appropriate file name on your system.

This file should then be sent to the relevant section at the World Bank.

10. Click Close to exit.

6.2 Medium Term Debt Management Strategy
This section explains how to export MTDS data.
To export MTDSdata:
1. Log into the CS-DRMSpplication.
2. In the dialog box that appears, select the External Instruments option.

3. Click OK.
